Gelochelidon nilotica

The Gultbilled Tern is a fairly
large and powerful tern with a
short thickbill, broad wings,
long legs and robust body. Th
summer adult has grey upper-
parts, white underparts, a blac
cap, strong black bill and black
legs.

The Gultbilled Tern does not
normally plunge dive fofish
like the other white terns, but
feeds on insects taken in flight
and also often hunts over wet
fields, to take amphibians and
small mammals, as well as sm
birds.

This species breeds in colonie
on lakes, marshes and coasts,
nests in a ground scrape and |
two to five eggs.
